Re: RICE NESHAP Compliance

Dear Valued Customer,
I want to make you aware of an EPA ruling that was passed this year and may affect your XXXX engine.  In February, a rule governing the emission levels of existing stationary reciprocating diesel engines was passed. The ruling is being referred by its acronym “RICE NESHAP”: Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines, National Emission Standards of Hazardous Air Pollutants.
Attainment and non-attainment zones are not a criteria governing this ruling.  The potential output of Carbon Monoxide from each of your engines determines compliance or non-compliance. Other factors that affect your engine’s compliance is rated horsepower and non-emergency/emergency classification.  If your engine requires modifications for compliance, these modifications may consist of a Diesel Oxidation Catalyst system, Crankcase Ventilation treatment system, a data logger and/or maintenance practices.
But you don’t need to figure this out on your own.  XXXX understands the ruling and will be able to help you determine if your engine is in compliance. And if it is not in compliance, we have the products, services and training to make it compliant.
